LAKE ERIE SWIMMING
HY-TEK OPERATOR CERTIFICATION

1.  There is no requirement that a meet host have a certified Hy-tek operator in order to receive a sanction or conduct a competition.

2. Meet hosts who have a certified Hy-tek operator will likely receive favorable treatment by Site Selection.

3. Clubs will receive bonus points for having certified Hy-tek operators when club service awards are computed.

4. Certifications will expire 12/31, two years after the date of issue.

5. Certifications will be issued by the Officials Committee.  An application for certification must be submitted to the Officials Committee before a certification can be issued.

6. There will be two levels of certification

· LEVEL 1 – exhibited proficiency as Hy-tek operator at a minimum of two meet sessions in a calendar year.

· LEVEL 2- exhibited proficiency in all aspects of Hy-tek operation (entries, meet operations, scoring, etc.) at two or more meets involving multiple sessions in a calendar year.
7. Recertification

· LEVEL 1 – same as certification for Level 1

· LEVEL 2 – same as certification for Level 2, or has served as mentor within the last two calendar years

8. Initiation of Program – The Officials Committee, at its discretion, may certify individuals for Level 2 who they believe have satisfactory experience to have advanced to this level. This program will go into effect immediately and people may apply based upon meets that have occurred since September 1, 2010.
