4. Approval to waive the balance of the sanction fee for the CCS Livestrong Swim Meet was discussed.  It will be a donation to the Lance Armstrong fund. 
5. Julie asked if the Scheduling position had been filled.  Julie is receiving a lot of questions.  It was also discussed that we need to fill the open committee/chair positions as soon as possible so there is not a lapse in service within our LSC.  Julie said that the Scheduling position is appointed by the General Chair.  Tina would like Julie to fill the Scheduling position.

8. Motion to approve the airfare funding for Pam Cook to attend the Permanent Office Meeting in Colorado Springs in October.  Approved.
9. Convention Legislation is on the USA Swimming web site.

10. Thank you messages were received from Eric Glassman, Larry Rudawsky and Pam Volpe for gift cards received.

1. Al will meet with Marilyn after the meeting.  Marilyn advised that the handbook covers are printed.  Al suggested that the final appointments of committee positions should be made before the completion of the handbook.

Senior Vice-Chair:  Ian Murray
1. Ian felt that the Ohio Senior Champs Meet was not like it has been in the past.  38 teams attended with half of the teams from Lake Erie.  This year there were approximately 400 athletes, compared to last year’s 550 athletes.  Ohio scheduled it’s A/B meet the same weekend.    It really needs to be set up more like a Champs meet.  There were several suggestions made:
· Sectional swimmers would be ineligible to swim.
· Require time standards on the events.

1. Tina talked to YMCA President Gary Guzy.  Tina will be their guest speaker in October.

2. Julie suggested asking a representative from the YMCA to be a part of the Scheduling committee.  

3. Tina is trying to educate the YMCA about USA swimming.

4. Gary believes that as a National organization, they are moving towards USA Swimming.

   Treasurer:  Lori King
1. Lori has not seen any paperwork from the Ron Grant Swim Meet yet.  

Finance Vice-Chair:  Mike Babbin 
1. We have bonds coming due.  Bob is going to come off of the account and Mike is coming on to the account.

2. We are making money.  We charge more than we need and spend less than we forecast.  

3. Journal entries – we need to keep the Elaine Miller Scholarship fund private.  Mike is going to reprint the journal entry without the recipient’s names of the Scholarship.

4. Mike advised that Mike Dorrer had volunteered to serve on the Elaine Miller Scholarship committee upon Bob’s dismissal.  It was also discussed that Pam should be on the committee too as a registration person who would be familiar with anybody registered for USA swimming.

· Keith Kennedy (Greater Columbus) is taking over for Chris Haddin.

· Julie suggested the LSC’s come up with incentives for awards.

1. 3641 Athletes (25 short of last year)

4. There are three dual site meets on the Short Course schedule.  Two of the meets we do not have site for yet.  

· Meet #1 LSSC is one site.  We don’t have a site for the Eastside meet. 

· Meet #2  STRS and FAST are hosting the meets.

· Meet #3 BRST is one site, but we don’t have a second location.
